Task 11.4: How the human body responds to changes in temperature
You are working with a team of researchers to produce a presentation which focuses on how humans respond and adapt to extreme temperature changes.
You are to find images that could be used to illustrate the effect, with the outline for the speaker’s notes to go with the images.
Your task is to:
Produce a presentation explaining how the human body safeguards itself from extreme changes in temperature

You need to consider…

· Which body organs are affected

· The mechanisms that help safeguard the body

These mechanisms may include:

o sweating and shivering
o conscious actions

o reflex actions

o coma.

To achieve the higher grades your evidence must be well structured and you need to give a full description of how temperature affects organs and mechanisms in the human body.

Grading Criteria:

Pass: Candidates describe in basic terms how one environmental condition

affects organs and mechanisms in the human body.
Merit: Candidates describe in detail how one environmental condition affects

organs and mechanisms in the human body.
Distinction: Candidates give a full description of how one environmental condition affects organs and mechanisms in the human body. Their evidence is

well structured.
