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Tasks
There will be three tasks in this ILA. They will all be based around an Urban Myth. Your first task using the internet is to find a couple of urban myths and record them, naming the website address where you found them. Secondly you will be asked to write a script describing what happens in your favourite urban myth. You need to add lots of detail and develop the story – there has to be an exciting conclusion and an alternative ending provided. Your third and final task is to design a set for a performance of your Urban Myth.
How will my ILA be marked?
What do I need to do to achieve the best grade I can? How can I improve my ILA?
· To achieve a level 3 you must “Create a basic list of Urban Myths and a basic script showing minimum use of imagination”.
· To achieve a level 4 you must “Create a basic list of Urban Myths and websites used, a basic script and a basic set design showing some use of imagination”.
· To achieve a level 5 you must “Create an interesting list of Urban Myths and websites used, an interesting script which shows good use of imagination and a basic set design”.
· To achieve a level 6 you must “Create an interesting list of Urban Myths and websites used, an interesting script which shows a good use of imagination and an interesting set design”.
· To achieve a level 7 you must “Create an interesting list of Urban Myths and websites used, an interesting and engaging script showing a clear understanding of the myth and an effective alternative ending and an interesting and detailed set design”.

Task One
Your first task is to use the internet to find at least five different Urban Myths.

Below you must write a brief synopsis of the Urban Myths you have found and write the website you have found them on. 

EXAMPLE: ‘The Vanishing Hitch-hiker’ this is about a girl that hitches a lift from two friends and disappears from the back of their car after directing them to a house that she said was her home. The people who owned the house had a daughter who went missing five years ago...

Task Two
Now you have found and selected your favourite Urban Myth you need to decide how you can make the myth even scarier or spookier. If your myth already has an ending think of an alternative ending that you believe would be more effective. If the myth you have selected ends on a cliff hanger then you need to create an ending that is appropriate to the myth. 

Write your myth as a script so that it could be performed during class time. An example of what is expected is below. Your script must be set out as shown:

Hi, thank you so much for stopping! I’m absolutely soaking, I was wondering if you could give me a lift down the road to my house. I don’t feel safe walking down these country roads in this weather.

	Steve:
	Yeah course you can love, just down the road did you say?

	Elise:
	Yeah bout 5 miles down there.
