In this ILA you will be inventing your own Theatre Production. There are three separate tasks to be completed, you must use the internet to help you research past Theatre Productions. This will help you choose an appropriate storyline and characters for your own production. You must also design and colour one of your main characters costumes and create a final presentation including a number of important elements.

To achieve a Level 3 you must write a basic list of Theatre Productions, a simple costume diagram and description and a basic blurb.

To achieve a Level 4 you must write a basic list of Theatre Productions and websites, a thoughtful costume diagram and description and a basic presentation.
To achieve a Level 5 you must write a basic list of Theatre Productions and websites, a thoughtful costume diagram and description and an accurate presentation.

To achieve a Level 6 you must write a comprehensive list of Theatre Productions and websites, a thoughtful costume diagram and description and an accurate presentation.

To achieve a Level 7 you must write a comprehensive list of Theatre Productions and websites, a detailed costume diagram and description and an accurate and interesting presentation.

TASK TWO

Pick your main character – draw a picture of your character. Complete your drawing by annotating (this means detailed labelling) your character. Make notes of costume and hairstyle choices stating why you chose to dress and style your character in this way.

Once you are happy with the appearance and style of your character write a paragraph explaining whether you feel you have created the type of character you intended or whether the look you have decided on does not represent your characters attitude correctly and state why. 

	


TASK THREE
You must create a presentation – ‘Dragons Den’ style to pitch your Theatre production to the rest of your class and your teacher. You can create a power point presentation to aid your pitch and use the internet to help you complete research on other Theatre Productions so you know what should be included. 
Your presentation should last between three and five minutes.

Within your presentation you must include all the information below:

· The name of your production

· The main storyline

· The Cast list – with a brief description of main characters

· An extract from the production – either read, performed live or performed previously and recorded

· A promotional blurb – a snippet of information outlining the story to interest the audience and persuade them to come and watch the production. 

If you do want to create a power point presentation you must use Windows Power Point and save it to your USB stick to ensure it is ready to be presented during your lesson. 

Your presentation will be 50% of your full mark and will be marked in class. Make sure you speak with vocal clarity and confidence – good luck!
