	The bombs exploded with the force of 20,000 tons of TNT (explosives)
	The temperature in the centre of the explosion reached 300,000(C, 50 times hotter than the sun.   

	People were vaporised immediately.  All that was left were their shadows burned into the pavement.
	The mushroom cloud from the fireball rose 50,000 feet into the air.

	Fires from the bombs burned in Hiroshima for three days.
	Wind swept outwards at 500 miles per hour and almost everything within a 2-mile radius was flattened.

	The Americans estimated that the atomic bombs killed 117,000 people.
	Japanese sources put the figures at 240,000 dead, 37,000 injured and 14,000 missing.

	Radiation sickness was killing people 30 days after the bombing, and rates of cancers are still high in Hiroshima and Nagasaki today.
	The blast wave also destroyed 78,000 buildings.
